Dear Racer,

Enclosed is important information regarding the upcoming race season. Please read through the information carefully. We do not want anyone to miss the opportunity to enter an event, do their best at the event, or have problems in Tech.
Please read the attached Important Highlights, as there are some changes. 

Enclosed is a copy of three forms:  Membership form, Entry form, and New Member Entry form.  The entry forms are to be used to enter your classes at each hillclimb event.

Membership Form:  Please complete the form as soon as possible and return it to the address on the form with your money order or certified check for $175.00.  ISR rule books are limited and will be issued on a first come first serve basis.  Any member that needs a new bib please indicate that on your membership form and include an additional $10.00.  The bib order will be placed NO LATER than November 21, 2007.  Members that are 14 to 17 years of age must provide a notarized birth certificate.  The notary stamp must be an original and not a copy.  Racers 18 and 19 must provide proof of age with either a copy of the birth certificate or driver’s license.  This information must be provided with the membership form or your fees and form will be returned.  If this information was provided last year it is still on file and not necessary to provide again this year.

Entry Form:  Each driver is responsible to copy enough forms to enter the number of hillclimbs they wish to enter.  It is the driver’s responsibility to mail their entry forms on time.  The postmark dates for each hillclimb are listed on the schedule. See Mandatory Pre-Registration in this packet for additional information.

Confirmations:  Confirmations will be emailed only!  It is very important that you provide RMSHA with your email address.  If you do not have an email address or you do not receive your confirmation via email, check the website to make sure you are entered into the correct classes for each event.  Registration and motel accommodations will be listed on the web page.  To find this information click on Race Schedule, Scroll over to Contacts.  Click on Contacts and the above information will be available.

Sled Sharing:

The RMSHA Board of Directors has agreed to allow sled sharing for the upcoming 2008 season.  Two racers will be allowed to share 1 sled under the following rules.   All sleds must display both racer/bib # permanently affixed to the tunnel and cowling of the sled and must be a minimum of 2” height.  If a sled is shared with 2 riders, it may not be entered by both racers in the same class.  Both racer/bib #’s must be permanently affixed to the tunnel and cowling of the sled in question.  It will be the responsibility of each racer to notify the timers and tech of the sharing.  The racer or a representative needs to be in the tech area to represent the sled.  Sleds are not to leave the pits until they are cleared by tech.

Classes: 

Juniors: Juniors class age is 14 up to their 18th birthday.  On their 18th birthday racers will be moved up to either Semi Pro or Pro. 

At age 16 the racer can petition to move up to Semi Pro.  A resume must be sent to Gregg Anderson at gblander@vcn.com or call 307-859-8675 thirty (30) days prior to the first race you wish to enter as a Semi Pro. You will not be allowed to race Semi Pro if a resume is not submitted and the request approved.  If a person applied and was approved in 2006, it is not necessary to send a resume this year.   

Semi Pros under the age of 18 may petition to move up to Pro if they have met the following criteria: Competed 1 season in RMSHA as a Semi Pro Racer and placed in the top 3 year end points championship as a Semi Pro.  If a Semi Pro Racer has placed in the top 3 in each Semi Pro class for two consecutive years, beginning with the 2006 race season, those racers must advance to Pro status.
Juniors’ class must be a stock sled with a maximum 600cc limit.  Juniors will be given 2 qualifying runs for a combined time at each hillclimb event.  Top qualifiers will advance to the finals with 1 attempt at the course. The fee for the Junior’s class is $50.00.  Points will be accumulated for this class.  In order to be eligible for points you must be a RMSHA member.   Racers will be required to have at all races a parent or legal guardian.  A minor release form will be required before you are allowed to race.  These forms will be available at registration.

Women’s: RMSHA will provide 3 Women’s Classes.  These classes will be Stock, Improved Stock and Mod.  These classes will be open to any sled with an 800cc limit.  The entry fee will be $50.00.  Your sled must meet the ISR Hillclimb Rules. These classes will be a points class.  You will be eligible to enter up to 3 classes in either Women’s or Semi-Pro.

Tech Questions: Consult the ISR Rule Book for class and rule clarification.  If you have technical questions call Gregg Anderson at 307.859.8675 between 7 p.m. and 9 p.m.
Web Site:  The website, www.rmsha.com, will be updated immediately on important announcements or changes to the schedule.  Larry Smith, RMSHA Pro Racer, has done an excellent job creating and maintaining this site for RMSHA.  Points will hopefully be posted by Wednesday following each race.
Points:  Points will be calculated the same as last year for qualifying.  Year end points will be based on your 9 highest point races.

Bibs/Race Jackets:  Racers must have RMSHA, Bib Number and appropriate sponsor logo on their race jersey if a bib is not purchased.  Any racer without this information will be disqualified.  Absolutely no excuses or exceptions.
Minimum size:

· RMSHA: 3 inches high X 1 ¾ inches wide

· Numbers: 4 ½ inches high X 2 inches wide 

· Bib Sponsor Logo:2 ¼ inches high X 1 inch wide  (See Sample)
